How we thank God for His goodness to us. These last weeks
have been filled with a dizzying mix of deep joy and deep
sorrow.

Sadly, Ebola is back in Liberia. A father and his two sons
were seen at a Monrovia clinic with Ebola-like symptoms.
One of the boys died after a few days; the father and his
other son remain in the unit and their 153 contacts are
being monitored. Thankfully the protocols for dealing with
this dreadful disease are all in place after last year's horrible
outbreak that claimed the lives of over 4,800 people so we
feel there is very little chance this will turn into a large
outbreak.

On September 21%, we sent out an appeal to quickly raise
$1,000 to repair the People of the Book (POB) center
located on the outskirts of Monrovia. I guess my faith was
too small — over the next few weeks we received over $4000
for this project. This will allow us to not only make the
needed repairs, but also erect a fence around the property
and buy needed ministry materials. We thank all of you who
gave on such short notice.

Please pray for the following requests:

1] Ebola would be eradicated in Liberia; 2] God would
continue to lead and direct our children; 3] The animistic
beliefs would be rejected entirely by those who are
believers; 4] God's wisdom as we teach in the coming
conferences and seminars; 5] Health and strength for our
family.

There are no words to express our love and appreciation for
your support of our ministry. May God bless you with a
wonderful Christmas season and a Happy New Year!
