December Letter Excerpt: 
 

“...Just to recap a few events 
that took place this year.  I 
spent December and January 
with the family, and it was so 
nice to be with them and get 
a little closer to the 
grandkids.  I returned the 
end of January and began 
preparing for classes at the 

Seminary/College.  Both semesters kept me busy with 
full schedules to teach.  
John and I had decided to fix our house when we sold 
some property, so I have carried out our plans.  The 
plaster was falling off inside and out, wiring was old, 
roof needed retiling etc.  I have never seen so much 
dust as the plaster inside and out came down.  I had 
to move into a place at the seminary with missionary 
Janet McClanahan.  Thanks to Janet, I had a place to 
stay for a little over 3 months—July to October 10.  I 
moved back in and am enjoying being in my own 
home.  There is no place like home! 
I taught a post-graduate class on the influence of 
neuropsychology on educational psychology at Kurios 
College (Faculdade Kurios) another Christian college in 
the area.  It was a very interesting study, and I enjoyed 
preparing and teaching the class.  I also taught some 
teacher trainings classes at a couple of local churches.  
It is a joy to help the Sunday school teachers learn 
methodology and simple ways to improve their 
teaching.  So many Sunday school teachers are not 
trained to teach and need some practical helps. 
Second semester opened with the graduating 
students nervously facing a doctrinal exam and a 
defense of a “monografia,” a short research in the area 
of their studies.  When it was finally over, Thanksgiving 
was here and we had the typical Brazilian barbecue 
grill at the Seminário. The banquet put on for the 
seniors took place the day after Thanksgiving and 
graduation on December 12.  We had 19 graduates 

this, and next year there will be more…”
